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Women are twice as sensitive
to radioactivity.
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Based on the data taken from the Hiroshima/Nagasaki bombings,
nuclear waste specialist Mary Orson found that radioactivity

has different effects on men and women, with women being
twice as sensitive. Despite the disproportionate effects, women
are under-represented in the decision-making for and implementa tion
of policies regarding nuclear weapons.
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
